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problem of insuring the integrity of 
the supply chain is getting bigger, and 
that no one technology or system will 
solve the problem. The promise of a 
quick fix via RFID technology has 
waned as compilations associated with 
competing technologies, infrastructure 
investment; policies of data ownership 
and personal privacy have emerged. 
Serialization appears to be gaining in 
popularity but is still fraught with cost, 
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and technical, and a fragmented array 
of regulatory requirements that in some 
cases actually conflict with one an-
other. Still, it is apparent the topic has 
gained the attention of senior manag-
ers in the industry and that innovative 
companies are applying creative think-
ing to the problem.
